NALC Toby Morgan Scholarship
Application due by January 31
This scholarship was established by NALC and Graphic Arts Monthly Magazine in 1965 in honor of the late Toby Morgan, former offset editor of Graphic Arts Monthly and an outstanding past president of NALC. This scholarship is directed by the National Scholarship Program of the Printing, Publishing and Packaging industry. It is in the amount of $500 and is presented annually to an individual who has chosen to attend college in preparation for a career in the graphic arts industry. 
Prior to this year the selection of the individual for this scholarship was made by the Scholarship Selection Committee of the National Scholarship Trust Fund. This committee was composed of college administrators and experienced educators. When Graphic Arts Monthly Magazine ceased production, the committee was disbanded. Currently, Officers of the NALC make the selection based on the same criteria that the old committee had been using.
